The beginning of June we shot straight up to Michigan for a camp meeting, where we both had the privilege of singing. Then to northern Michigan to
help with a VBS, where Mario got to teach the teens and led 5 of them to the Lord! And I was able to regain my position of teaching the toddlers for the

week! It was good for both of us to have a chance to serve hands on in a church, even temporarily.
Mid-June, we visited Ohio for a week of mission classes. We learned so much and truly enjoyed our fellowship with the other missionaries on the

board.
We are looking forward to a couple of busy months of meetings, time with family, another VBS, and a revival before we go straight back down to

SC/GA.
